Applicants must submit a 1-2 page cover letter with the following information:

1. A list of graduate credit hours completed that count toward a GWS certificate.

2.  Total number of graduate credit hours completed, including a list of courses that contain substantial gender and women’s studies scholarship. 

3.  Date of completion of the GWS Graduate Certificate, or progress toward completion.

4.  Information on teaching qualifications and information about which courses you would like to teach or be a discussion leader for and/or experience.

5.  Expression of teaching preferences for either GWS 200 or 201.

Applicants must also submit the following:

1.  Curriculum Vitae.

2.  Copy of current transcript.

3.  Letter of recommendation from the student’s advisor, and the names of two GWS faculty or affiliated faculty with whom the applicant has had contact, e.g., through coursework, or student’s committee.

4.  Copies of syllabi and teaching evaluations.

Students who have already held a GWS Teaching Assistantship will be considered for appointment to a second year.  All applicants must submit a new, updated application; however, new letters of recommendation are not required for current TA’s unless letters on file are over two years old.
